May 2008 C ALLouTs

Bones micro call out, Sunday morning, May 4 th Some hikers reported finding
human remains (specfically a spinal column and spinal cord) at the second bridge in
Waterfall Canyon. Lt. Burns was sent up to secure the scene and check things out. A
detective and CSI investigator were also caled to recover the remains for analysis.
These two were not sure of the location based on the description so Sgt. Ferrin con-
tacted John Sohl to act as a guide to bring them in, John and Sheri r esponded. We
found only the bones and not any spinal cord or other parts. It w as a mostly intact
section of vertebrae that was about 60 cm long. CSI collected the bones for analysis
and to keep anyone else from calling 911 about it. Our conclusion was that it was not
of human origin because the spinal processes wee the wrong shape. The results of
the analysis have verified that it was from a deer.

SAR Team Directives - Permit me a moment to thank the Dir ectives Re-write task force
assigned the responsiblity of updating and revising the WCSSAR Directives. The task
force was led by Bryan Bennett, Sheri Trbovich, Megan Fogg, and supported by the
Executive Commitee. The Directives (http://webersar.org/WCSSAR_Diectives_May_2008.pdf) are
an excellent place to find inf ormation on expectations, code of conduct standards, train-
ing and participation guidelines, organization structure and governance, etc. Please talke
some time to familiarize yourseff with the r evised document. This task force had a tough
assignment in revising a nearly eight year old document. The team met the timetable and

made completion of a difficult assignment look easy. Thank you for a Terrific Job!

The National Incident
Management System (NIMS) as required by Homeland Security Presidential Directive
(HSPD)—is equired not only for ensuring that we can accurately and effectively man-
age and cooperate with other agencies in the event of an emergency, but also is
necessary to secue grants or funding for training and equipment via Homeland Secu-
rity. So who has to complete NIMS and ICS training? The official answer is all Federal,
State, Tribal, and Local entities, Private Sector and Nongovernmental personnel with a
direct role in emergency management and response must be NIMS and ICS tained.
This includes al emergency services related disciplines such as EMS hospitals, public
health, fir e service, law enforcement, public works/utilities, skilled support personnel,
and other emergency management response, support and volunteer personnel. At-
tendance and completion of the NIMS training is important, please ensure you can
attend and participate in the A ugust training.

Effect of Rising Fuel Prices —The Executive Committee is cognizant of and con-
cerned about the potential impact high f uel prices may have on the willingness or
ability of volunteers to support important S AR training and rescue activities.

Climb Team Training, May 10 *"—Nathan Foster and Jared Randall staged a pair of
parallel training sessions at the mouth of Waterfall Canyon just 10 meters north of the

first bridge. We formed two groups of approximately 7 per team (including the mock
patient) and did r otations over and over again so that each person could practice each
position. The two teams set anchors and rope stations for both belay and lowering
lines, provided a team leader, edge protection and communication personnel , patient,

rescuer belayer, main line operator, etc.

The rocks here are exceptionally sharp and caused some damage to the ropes even

though we wer e very aggressive about edge protection. There are just too many sharp
edges and not enough edge protectors. The rope damage is not enough to retire the
ropes, butitis more than we’d like to see. In any case it surely shortened the life of the
ropes. One thing needs to be a priority for the climb team and that is the manuf acture
or procurement of more edge protection. We especialy need a few pieces that are
longer that what we curr ently have on hand.

The Mounted SAR team provided support by practicing moving equipment up the tr ail
including ropes, litters and a walking wounded climb team coordinator. While the Climb
Team completed numerous “rescues” the Mounted Team practiced with their GPS units.

Dozens of people walked or rode mountain bikes past us during the training. Many of
them went up to see the w aterfall. It is amazing that we don’ t get mor e calls there,
clearly people are self-rescuing. An example of this happened during our training when
a woman had a large rock roll down and impact her ankle. She suffered a small
contusion and limped out with help from her boy friend. They did joke about the fact
thatitwas a good day for an injury since the r escue team was nearby. We checked her

Health | nsurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, HIPPA, is an umbrella that
is federally mandated to protect the health care information of individuals. This policy
sets controls, boundaries, safeguards and accountability for the care and knowledge
of all health care information, whether the car e was received at a medical facility or in
an emergency setting.

It can r esult in the r evoking of licenses to a minor slap on
the wrist. | n a volunteer situation it can and often does end in a legal suit. Because you
are representing WCSSAR the organization would also be brought under investigation.
These suis are normally won by the victim and ar e often settled by large amounts of
money.

The best plan is if you are not sure of the protection of certain details or information
involved in a case — DO NOT SAY ANYTHING!! Destoy or turn in al | written material
