The hikers had made a previous at-
tempt to hik e on May 13th but turned back bef ore making it to the peak. They r eturned
to try again on the 15 th. Life Flight was called out, and Sgt. Toll and Scott Willis went up
in the helicopter to walk the boys up to the landing zone. North View was called out on
standby. One of the hikers had beginning stages of frostbite on his toes. All were
released to their parents. Time from callout to r eaching the hikers was 1 hour.

COMMANDER ’S MESSAGE

Summer? Not so Fast…

A couple of weeks ago our team was involved in the night r escue of several day hikers
on Ben Lomond Peak. While the rescue was successful and relatively short in duration
it did serve to remind us of noteworth y factors we face in Utah -- weather and terr ain.
These three individuals planned on a day hike and equipped and dressed for just that.
As our team and Life Flight worked to bring them down f rom the snow covered peak in
dark of night i t served as a reminder to all of us that pr eparation is needed for the very
divergent conditions Utah offers in the Spring and Fall months. At 9000 feet it was
below freezing and the heavily crusted slippery snow made travel risky. Members of
our team selflessly offered their outerwear to our patients and put themselv es in some
discomfort during the course of the r escue. None of our team would have done less…
I mention al l of this, only as a r eminder, of the condi tion extremes we experience and
to once again plug the absolute need for preparedness.

John Sohl presented the climb training
classroom session on May 5th.

The load cell, borrowed from Tom Moyers, for the
equipment pull tests after the Tuesday night meeting.
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The Saturday training —The June 6th swiftwater training will be held at the Ogden Kayak
Park which is located where the 24th Street bridge crosses the Ogden River. The training
will start at 7:15 am and should finish ar ound noon. This training will be a joint safety
mission and training. The Weber Pathways organization along with Weber State University’s
Wilderness Recreation Center and Canyon Sports will be hosting a kayak demo session at
the Ogden Kayak Park that morning f rom 8 to 11 am. They wi ll have kayaks available for
anyone (including our team) to demo f or free. They have requested safety support f rom us
just in case someone gets hurt trying a ka yak that is too advanced for them or whatev er
else might happen.

We will do our standard training at the same time and in time slots to be decided. Our
training will include throw bag practice where we’ll also allow the general public to practice
tossing to us and receiving if they w ant. We will also practice the personnel water cross-
ings with 3 man teams at tempting to w ade into the swiftwater doing l ines, triangles, etc.
like we usually do. We’ll set up the r aft wi th ropes at the four corners of the r aft and
practice moving divers through the rapids. If people would l ike, we can set up a ferry rope
line to practice getting across the river that w ay too. Details will be given at the Tuesday
night meeting on June 2nd. It wi ll be important to arriv e before the general public so that
we can get the raft inflated and setup and so we can or ganize and coordinate with the
other hosting agencies.

Our steel biner did not f air very well. At first i t bent enough that the gate wouldn’ t operate, then in later tests i t total ly failed by straightening out. Other tests
have shown girth hi tches between webbing caused a 1500 lb loss of strength. Webbing on rope seems stronger, the webbing f ailed at the biner at 4210 lbs.
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CLIMBERS /B ACK COUNTRY SKIERS  NEWS:
High Angle Rescue Training,  May 5th and 9th, 2009—The Tuesday night classroom session
was a review of the standard systems used for raising, lowering and belay lines. The standard
3:1 mechanical advantage raising system, with redirect, is shown in the figur e below along with
a prusik belay. For the Saturday field session we put this into pr actice with two lowering and two
raising operations and by rotating around with the positions so members could gain experience
in several areas. We had two l itter at tendants every time along wi th two edge personnel to assist
with get ting past the edge and wi th communications. For the most part, newer team members
took the key roles in all operations.

We tried doing the r aising system both with a direct upward pull by the haul team and wi th a
redirect so that the haul team could pul l downward. Everyone agreed that the r edirect was very
helpful. The main problem is having too much enthusiasm and hauling too f ast. Haul speed is
something that we must al l remember to control and moderate.

All those who had a turn at at tending the l itter wi ll attest that get ting yourself in the pr oper
position is key to good control and patient care. Generally you want the l itter rail at the middle
of your chest and the bot tom of the l itter just touching or just abo ve your thighs when your legs
are outstretched towards the wall.

Ken Schulte, Mike Fogg and I were the main instructors. (Wi th loads of help f rom Rick Schroeder, Jared
Randall and Lane McPheeters.) I think we al l feel that the team wi ll be able to handle a technical roped
rescue while many of us are at the Mountain Rescue Association conference in late June.

We also tried to do a K9 lowering wi th Amelia and her dog Xenia. We discovered that the harness
that we have in the climb trailer
is too small for her dog. Seems
like we should invest in a larger
sized harness since Xenia is not
that lar ge of a dog. We’ve
never needed to do this sort of
thing, but i t would not be ex -
pensive to have the capability.

Finally, in the pr ocess of doing
the training, the blue static l ine
got damaged and is now 15
feet shorter. A good reminder
of why we need to be very ag-
gressive with edge protection.

Strength of Materials Testing

Tom Moyer (who was once the
chair of the MRA research
grant commit tee) al-
lowed us to borrow his
load cell for testing r es-
cue equipment. At the
April field tr aining the
question came up about
the strength of a girth
hitch. I contacted several
members of the MRA
with that question. Art
Fortini (Sierr a Madre

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SAR, California) went to his h ydraulic pull test machine and tested new 1 inch webbing in
configurations with and wi thout a girth hi tch. He only did two tests, but the r esults seem pretty
clear, the girth hi tch is about 1500 pounds (6.7 kN) weaker than webbing wi th only a water knot.

We got interested in these results and decided to try i t ourselves with Tom’s load cell. So on
Tuesday night we used Brandon Toll’s truck and on Saturday we used Steve Ericson’s truck to
winch various cords and webbing to failure. As expected, many failures occurred at the knot.
Interestingly, most of the r emaining failures occurred where the rope or webbing went around
the carabineer. The moral of the story is that an ytime cord is bent, either around itself (a knot)
or around something else (a biner) i t gets weaker. I n a few cases with the 7 mm cor d, the knot
tail started pul ling through the knot. A good r eminder for using safety backup knots. The results
are shown in the table. Report by John Sohl.

MEDICAL  NEWS: Dressing & Bandages

A bandage or dressing is the physical material that is applied to a wound. Bandaging is the act of
applying the dressing. All wounds require some form of dressing. The purpose of a dressing is to:
Control bleeding

Protect the wound f rom further damage

Reduce the risk of infection

A routine dressing can be constructed of 4”X4” or 4”X8”gauze pads or self adherent roller gauze
along with adhesive tape. The dressing should be tight enough to control bleeding but not so
tight as to impair cir culation. To reduce bleeding and promote clotting a splint can be applied to
the limb for larger upper extremity wounds. A sling and swath can be constructed with triangle
bandages. For lower extr emity injuries, a rigid spl int may be employed along with a routine
dressing. Air splints are quick and easy to use but pose a problem in locations such as the
mountains were there may be a large change in altitude. For example, if an air splint is applied at
9,000 feet and the patient is del ivered to a medical facility at 4,000 feet the splint wi ll have lost
some internal pressure and therefore some of its rigidity. The splint may no longer provide
adequate splinting properties.

CMS is a mnemonic representing, the Circulation of blood and body fluids; distal to the injury;
Motion of the digi ts distal to the injury; and S ensation of the l imb distal to the injury . CMS should

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be checked both before and after application of a bandage and splint. CMS is checked before the
application of a dressing to evaluate whether the wound has interrupted CMS function. CMS is
checked after bandaging and splinting to insur e that the care has not interrupted the CMS
function or the injury has not swol len enough to cause the dressing to impair the CMS function.

Occlusive dressings are used to obstruct the abnormal flow of air or fluids. S ome locations
where occlusive dressing may be employed are to neck injuries of the tr achea or esophagus,
abdominal eviscerations and sucking chest wounds. Occlusive dressings are constructed of pe-
troleum impregnated gauze, aluminum foil, or plastic wrap. These dressing are designed to
reduce the abnormal flow of air or fluids f rom entering or exi ting the wound. Self-adherent roller
gauze or adhesive tape will keep the dressing in place during transport.

In conclusion, all wounds should be dressed. This care provides several advantages such as
controlling bleeding; promote clotting, and r educing the risk of f urther soft tissue injury and
infection.
