6/15/08 — Pineview. Drowning at Cemetary Point. A 20 year old male went into the
water to r etrieve a ball. The victim had just eaten and went into the w ater fully clothed.
It was reported that he also may have been overtaken by the wake from a Jet Ski.
Family members went in after him when they noticed he w as in trouble. They were
unable to retrieve him. The call out was initiated to the team wi th 23 people attending
the search. Rick Goodlffe and Don Olsen suted up and located the body in about
three minutes. The victim was found 24 feet down and about 60 f eet away from shore.
It was a successiul call out. Don wanted to take this opportunity to ask team leaders
to remind their teams of the importance of maintaining a pr ofessional demeanor dur
ing a search, especialy in front of family members and the media.

CoMMANDER'S MESSAGE

Strong Support of the Teams

One of the strengths of the Weber County Sheriff’s one hundred plus member Search and
Rescue team is our great depth and strong support by all of our teams. A recent example
of this was the Drowning recovery at Pineview Res. on Father’s Day. I n addition to the
Underwater Recovery team, nearly thirt y additional members of other teams (K9, Mounted,
ATV, Climb, Logistics) responded also to provide needed support. That level of support is
quite impressive and yet very normal for our team. While this particular mission was
completed quickly, that is not alw ays the case and the potential is there for missions to
become lengthy operations requiring extended organization and support.

Having this extent of participation and support al lows us to implement effective strat-
egies and accomplish the tactics that pr ovide for achieving the desired outcomes. In
the execution of a SAR opemtion no roles or assignments are unimportant. The need
to safely transport gear, perform crowd control and logistical support, or even simply
blocking the unblinking eye of the camera and providing the family of the victim(s)
anonymity and the privacy to come to grips with the emotions of a di fficult situation.

Once again, and with no real surprise, our team members performed superbly. | am
proud of the level of participation, pr eparation, professionaism, and dedication of all
of you. Keep up the terrific work!

Tuesday, August 5 ™, 2008, NIMS Training

The Weber County Sheriff’s Office is providing NIMS (National Incident Management
System) training and certification to all WCSSAR members. This is a requirement of
FEMA f our agency wants to be eligible for federal funding. Lance Reterson, the Director
of Weber County Emergency Management and Homeland Scurity, will do a 90 minute
class on ICS-100, ICS-200 and 1S-700. The aternative is to spend a lot of time going
through the FEMA web based course and taking their tests. Trust me—the 90 minute
version is the way to do this.

Here are the courses you need: ICS-100 is an introduction to the incident command
system. 1S-700 is an introduction to NIMS. ICS-200 is “Basic ICS” Report by John Sohl.

MRA Meeting, Stowe, Vermont  : The 2008 national Mountain Rescue Association
(MRA) meeting was held in Stowe, Vermont. John Sohl and Sheri attended. The
meeting started with a choice between classroom sessions (Sheri) and a full-day
swiftwater session (John). The swiftwater session was very introductory in level but
they presented some very interesting material on Zodiac and Avon boats. They also
have a very slick system for getting a patient or body into a r aft using a two-to-one

mechanical advantage made from two pieces of 5-inch fire hose. The classioom
sessions covered topics such as mapping, weather and new SAR products. All these
sessions wil be helpful to Sheri when she is assisting in IC.

On Friday we did low-angle scree evac and land navigation. One thing is certainly
true, itis wetter in Vermont than in Utah. It w as easy to sink to your knees in the wet
bogs during land nav and the loose talus slope that was part of the low -angle activity
was wet and slippery. The land navigation activity was interesting in the fact that it
gave me some ideas on both how and how not to run this sort of tr aining. Changing
systems between Lat/Long and UTM in the field was fun and educational.

The Saturday field session contained an evidence seach practice that we should try to
repeat for one of our tr aining sessions. There was also an “adventure hike” that w as
not for the faint of heart on a wet da y. One member of my team slipped and hurt her
arm and shoulder, although it seemed that her pride w as injured more than her physi-
cal injuries. The Saturday night banquet speaker was from Ireland and had just retired
from the Royal Air Force rescue team. He was essentialy a mountain SAR guy that got
paid to do SAR. In addition to mountain oper ations, he also responded to events such
as the downed airliner at Lockerbie, Ireland. He really had two main points: 1. T o be
effective in Wilderness SAR you must first be exceptionally skilled in that type of
outdoor activity, training alone is not enough. 2. To be worthwhile, all activities must

be geared towards bringing new members up to speed so that they can eventually
replace the old, experienced, members.

Our very own Meg Fogg is the national fund raising chair for the gear raffles and
auctions at these meetings. She did an impressiwe job on getting gear donated to the
meeting. | don’ t know the r esults for the raffle, but the silent auction generated about
$3.8k for MRA. For two y ears in a row now, Meg has made a significant impact on the
financial bottom line of the national association. She makes us all proud.

After the banquet we did a night competi tion involving headlamps, reflectors and
avalanche beacons. We had to run thr ough the woods, going reflector to reflector,
then finding an avy beacon and finding a RECCO taget. (The team | was on came in
third out of about 15 teams, most ly because we couldnt find one of the r eflectors for
a few seconds)

On Sunday, we were in the business meeting from 8 am to 2 pm. The nice thing about

being a couple of miles from the Ben and Jerry’s Ice Cream Factory is that we had ice
cream for lunch. It w as a productive business meeting that I'll report on at a WCSSAR
meeting. Here are a few highlights.

We decided to spend about $5,000 to get a str ategic planning consultant to guide the

association through the process of making long term plans with the goal of determin-

ing if we need a full time paid executive director or just a paid assistant. This process
will start almost immediately with the MRA team delegates doing the main planning
sessions at the January 9"-11%", 2009, business meeting in West Valley City, UT.

The definitions of wilderness searchers as being defined by FEMA wil impact us for
many years. This process has been puled back a bit to r eassess the hastly made
definitions that curr ently exist. This is a good thing and it is happening in part because
of pressure by the MRA on FEMA. Amazing astisounds, we are having an impact. No
longer are wilderness SAR teams being defined by fire fighters that w ant to make us
work like urban SAR teams. Alsq the entir e structure of the “Wilderness SAR Working
Group” is changing and many issues are up in the air right now . On a related note,
MRA submtted a huge formal report to OSHA responding to an inquiry by OSHA about
SAR sakty standards. In a nutshell, OSHA wanted to define what equipment we would

be required to carry into the field f or all call outs. The MRA response made the case
that SAR team safety is not something that needs r epair and it certainly doesn’t need
an external agency telling us what gear and clothing we need to be saf e in the field. No
response is expected, but MRA wil continue to monitor this issue.

In an attempt to str engthen ties between sheriff’s departments and MRA SAR teams,
the MRA is starting a new program to reach out to the Western States Sherif’'s Asso-
ciation. Three MRA delegates hare been selected to act as liaisons to WSSA. Sheriff
Brad Slater and | decided that | should be one of those thr ee. The other two are from
Colorado and Calfornia. It wi Il be our goal to mak e sure that ther e are strong lines of
communication between these two major or ganizations.

A national statistics tracking system is being funded by MRA to support the local teams
in tracking call outs and training. It wi Il be web based and can be adapted to individual
team needs. We hope that it will be in place before the end of summer. We will start
with a 7 month trial to see how i t works and to see if SAR teams ike it.

The SPA personal emergency locator was extensively evaluated by several MRA teams and
they all have had good experiences with it. The consensus is that it is much better than a
standard personal emergency locator beacon. Some teams are thinking of adopting them f or
use in tracking field teams and as a backup for communications from the field.

The 2008 International Technical Rescue Symposium will be in Albuguerque, NM, Novem-
ber 6"-10". The registration fee is $300. Please come see mefiyou'd like to know more.

The 2009 summer conference will be the 50" anniversary MRA meeting. It will be at
Mount Hood, June 25"-28" plus any pre and post conference training sessions and
climbs of Mount Hood. It should be a f antastic meeting. The 2010 meeting will be in
Juneau, Alaska. The 2011 meeting has not yet been claimed. (It won’ t be us!)

Dive/S wiFTwATER /A IRBOAT NEWS:

This has been a very busy month for the Dive Team. We have made seeral dives this
month, along with filling up all Nitrox tanks, working on the div e trailer and getting
ready for a busy summer. We have all ready had our first r ecovery at Pineview.

The search for the (Zebra mussel) turned up nothing, which is v ery good news.

Dive Team Hooks Up Pineviews Anderson Cove —On Thursday 12 June with the
water choppy and still cool the team of Don Olsen, Rick Goodliffe, Todd Nebeker and
Denny Valberg completed the task of reattaching the Anderson Cove boat dock to its
anchors. The steel cables that attach the dock to the permanent anchors were severed
earlier in the season. Since one of the anchors was not marked the location had to be
established in the now full reservoir. While Don, Rick and Todd suited up to start the

process of reattaching the almost 600 feet of heavy steel cable Denny began marking
GPS Coordinates from his boat using a depth finder and a Rino unit. Once the divers
were in the water Denny coordinated efforts on the surface between our team and the
Anderson Cove maintenance crew. With surface temperatures at 58 and 50 at the 34
foot depth where the anchors were located it became a colder dive than expected.

In just under two hours both permanent anchors and all steel cables were reconnected.
The dive team was able to get realistic experience that included the use of tools under-
water and a good understanding of how it feels to manipulate heavy steel cable at that
depth. So all in all the combination of GPS, Depth finders, tools, heavy steel cable and
working around the docks with boat support was valuable training. This real world
scenario gave us all experience in what it takes to help us locate and mark underwater
objects. Our efforts were greatly appreciated by the Anderson Cove Maintenance crew
and allowed the public to better understand what we are capable of. This was a job well
done and again showed how the Weber County Sheriff Search and Rescue Team gets
involved.

June Swiftwater training: It was a cold and rainy morning, but those who wer e
getting into the w ater didn’t seem to mind. The people with thr ow bags got a lot of
experience and those getting wet wer e reminded of the power of mo ving water. We
practiced standing in fast currents, getting ropes across the river, using a ferry line,
working the raft in the main r apid, etc. We learned that the spools of string f rom the
local hardware store work just fine wi th our rope gun and are a lot cheaper. We only
used one kayak and it seems clear that the kayakers in attendance all need to spend
some more time playing in swiftwater this summer.

We also did some trial runs with John Sohl’s swiftw ater search platform, which didn’t work
worth a darn, but we learned a lot about what changes need to be made. W €’'ll continue
research this summer in Pineview with it being towed behind a boat. Report by John Sohl.

The assessment of multiple injured patients is performed through a process known
as triage. It is the sorting of two or more patients based on the severity of their
condition to establish priorities for care.

The most experienced rescuer should assume the duty of triage officer. S/he must
assign personnel and equipment to priority patients first.

The triage process is known as the 5 S’s:
Scene Safety

1. Scene size-up
- Size & Severity
- Type of incident
- Number of patients
- Severity of injuries
- Area involved & access
2. Send information
- Contact dispatch with scene size-up
- Request personnel & resources

3. Setting up the scene

- Move in an orderly pattern
- Maintain a casualties count

- Provide minimal treatment

Triage Priorities
Patients are color coded to identify the severity of condition and avoid repeat assessment.

- Red = high priori ty, usually circulatory or respiratory problems e.g. hypoxia, shock, survival is probable with immediate care and
transport and stabilization is possible without constant at tention.
= Second priority patients with severe injuries to musculoskeletal or neurologic systems or burns without airway
compromise. These patients are not yet hypoxic of in shock. They can wait 45 minutes for transport.
- Green = Low priori ty patients with minor soft tissue injuries. T reatment & tr ansportation can wait until last.
- Black = Lowest priority patients who are dead or have little chance of survival. These patients include non-survivable injuries

such as open brain trauma, cardiac arrest, burns of more than 90% of body ar ea, respiratory arrest which is unresponsiwe to
airway manipulation.

Treatment Area
I's a collection area used for relocation of patients from hazardous areas and to color code the injuries.
Triage Techniques
The ideal triage system is simple,
- does not require advanced assessment skills,
- does not rely on specific diagnosis,

- provides for rapid and simple life saving interventions,

- is easy to teach and learn
The START system meets these requirements. Start is an acronym for Simple triage and Rapid Treatment.
(1) The start process begins by making an announcement to all injured who can walk to move to an identified safe area for further
evaluation. Now move through the remaining patients starting with those closest to you and assess each casualty marking the category

with easily seen triage ribbon or colored tape affixed to the patient’s body, not clothing as it may be removed. Maintain a count of the
casualties by marking on a 2’ X 3" piece of tape on your thigh or by saving a piece of ribbon from each patient assessed.
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Provide only minimal treatment using only two interventions, (1) open the airway and
(2) stop excessive bleeding.

It's important to keep moving, each assessment should take 15-20 seconds per patient.

Second triage

As additional rescuers, equipment, and transportation arrive red and yellow priority
patients can be reassessed and provided more extensive treatment. Patients who have
deteriorated are moved to a higher priority category.

Special triage situations

Aninjured rescuer or relative is automatically assigned a red category to maintain moral.
Children are assigned a higher category because their potential to crash is higher. A
parent should be transported with the child whenever possible.

In Conclusion, the cardinal rule of triage is to do the greatest good for the greatest number.
Heroic resuscitation efforts are not appropriate as they take too much time, require equip-
ment that can be used for salvageable patients, and are staffing intensive. Remember the
acronym of RPM for respirations, pulse and mental status for triage assessment.
