05/08/10  9 pm; Ogden Canyon, above Indian trail head . A male in his late 40’s
was hiking and became stranded about 400 feet above the parking lot. The cl imb
team was able to reach him in about 20 minutes. After deciding to bring him down
using ropes, they were able to safely lower him down wi thin about 2 hours. Horton
did a great job handling this call out.

05/20/10 , 2:24 pm. Str anded hiker above 1175 N. Mountain Rd. (Harrison). Two
hikers decided to scramble up the cliffs north of “r escue rock.” At some point they
determined that this “r oute” was beyond their skill level and they started to cl imb
back down. The first hiker nearly took a f atal slip but caught himself and managed to
reach the ground. The second hiker wisely decided to stay put unti l help arrived. Our
patient had no injuries and w as in a secure position on a modest ledge about 60 f eet
above the base of the cliff. A fall from this position would have had a poor result and
it is l ikely that a victim would ha ve continued his descent down the steep slope below
the cliff base. Staying put was the correct decision.

More than a dozen climb team members responded along with two MSAR members
and their horses (ready to haul gear if we needed it). The cl imbers formed one large
team and hiked up. Once we reached the base of the cliff we made contact wi th the
patient and determined that he w as a bit thirst y but otherwise OK and stable. Kai S.
was assigned to stay in visual and verbal contact with the patient. The team check ed
along the base for the easiest route to him and f ound a fourth class route that l inked
up a short climb and some ramps that lead directly to our tar get. Chris O. was se-
lected to lead the r oute. As is our standard operating procedure we placed climbing
protection even though the r oute was pretty easy. Chris reached the patient and had
him secured approximately 90 minutes after we left the tr ail head and IC. Dakota H.
then seconded the route. After giving the patient some w ater, a helmet, and a har -
ness we prepared to lower him str aight down the cl iff face. He claimed that he had
some rappelling experience so we chose to lower him slowly down rather than do a
pick off t ype rescue with an at tendant. Based on his posture and secure grip on the
rope it seemed clear that he did not ha ve extensive rappelling experience but he did
just fine other than nicking a finger on the r ocks.

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With the patient now at the base of the cl iff, Kai patched up his injured finger and
verified he was in otherwise good physical condition. While the rest of the team
packed up and rappelled down the cliff, Bruce E. and Kai walked our patient down to
IC.

We had the patient down and the cl imb trailer repacked before 6 pm. The entire call
out took a touch mor e than thr ee and a half hours f rom page out to being on our w ay
home. The team did an excellent job and i t was especially good that two of our newer
members were able to take a key role in reaching and evacuating the patient.

Several observations are in order. We need to always remember that we must cl imb
more carefully and more conservatively when on a call out then when cl imbing for
fun. This means setting protection more often than y ou would normally. (This was
indeed the way the climb was done, kudos to Chris.) We also need to remember that
it is extremely important to sta y with your team for the entir e time that y ou are in the
field. If a team member twists and ankle, tak es a slip, steps on a snake, whatever;
then you need to be close enough to be able to provide immediate assistance. Rule
number one on all rescues is to look out for ourselves first and our patient second.
Also, there are always people watching us. We must hold to the highest of standar ds.
This means no cutting of swi tchbacks on the trail for example.

This was probably Dep. Greenhalgh’s first true SAR command and he did a fine job
from the call out to the debriefing. He w as keeping a close eye on our safety and was
ready to assist as needed. It was a good call to keep a team at IC just in case we
needed more equipment. Report submitted by John Sohl

Crime Scene Protocol —The recent high profile incident occurring in Weber County
brings to the f orefront the possibility that we as a team may be called out to help
search. With these types of emotional crimes, it is natural to want to do something—
to want to help. With this in mind, Cpl. Mark Horton has some advice for team mem-
bers to keep in mind if we are asked to respond to a call out of this t ype.

With recent events in the media regarding the Ethan Stacy case, I thought this would
be a good time to r emind Search and Rescue members what type of things to expect
if you get called out to this t ype of incident.

In this t ype of high profile case, if Search and Rescue is called out there are certain
things to r emember and be aware of. I n the Stacy case there were several crime
scene perimeters set up. This is done for several reasons that we will not get into at
this time. I know f or sure there were at least an outer perimeter scene and an inner
perimeter scene. At each perimeter a deputy was stationed with a crime scene log.
The name of each person who entered a perimeter was logged along with what time
they entered and exited that perimeter. The log also included a reason why that
person entered the perimeter. Search and Rescue is not good a reason. The deputy
will want something more specific, such as evidence searching, cadaver searching,
bringing in equipment f or support etc.

Just remember, if you enter these areas, you need a reason. Nobody wants to be
subpoenaed into court, months or years after an incident and not be able to explain
why they had no r eason to be in a crime scene. Not only does this hurt a person’s
credibility, it could jeopardize the criminal case.

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With this in mind, ther e are a couple things to remember—please come fully pre-
pared—both yourself and your gear. Each time you enter or exi t a perimeter of a crime
scene for things such as gear or water, it wi ll be documented as an entry or exit along
with why you entered or left. This can become confusing for the deputy who is control-
ling the log i f a lot of people ar e entering and exiting the scene.

The Stacy case brings other things to light. It is important to r emember that every-
thing done at a crime scene will be documented. I n an event such as this, a searcher
or search group may be accompanied by a deputy or detective. This would be done for
a couple of reasons. One, it helps protect the integri ty of the crime scene. Two, when
the search is over, the deputy or detective is going to wri te a report, even if nothing
was found. This saves Search and Rescue members from having to wri te a report.

If a cal l out is sent, i t wi ll have certain details of the incident. For us as Search and
Rescue we will most l ikely have a staging area outside of the crime scene. Please
respond to the staging area only. Please do not try and go up to the crime scene and
look around while waiting for others to arriv e. Also do not drive past any emergency
vehicles that are parked in the area with the emergency lights on. This most l ikely is a
perimeter and a deputy will be stationed there with a crime scene log.

In closing a lot of people have asked, why we were not called to the Ethan Stacy incident
at Powder Mountain. To put i t simply, we were not needed. Sgt. Brandon Toll was the SAR
representative on site and as soon as it was established that there was no need to
search, he left the scene. And remember, if we are going to do i t, let ’s do it right.

COMMANDER ’S MESSAGE

Law Enforcement Sensitive—A recent high profile tragedy illustrated the ugly depths to
which people can descend. The incident captivated the attention of the communi ty and
shocked our collective conscious with the horri fyingly brutal detai ls of the crime. The
details are quite disturbing but the f ocus of this piece is about another disturbing aspect.

As the incident was unfolding, local news anchors were receiving very specific infor-
mation from an unknown source. Information about location, specifics about the scene,
and details of evidence and of the investigation were surfacing real time.

In doing what we do , we are frequently privilege to information and details that are
not widely known nor should be. This inf ormation is referred to as Law Enforcement
Sensitive Information. I n the Law Enforcement Community, two terms ar e often used
to describe this information: “r aw intel ligence” and “finished intel ligence.” Typically,
raw intel ligence is information that has been obtained f rom generally reliable sources;
however, it is not necessarily corroborated. Finished intelligence is when raw informa-
tion is fully analyzed, corroborated, and readied for dissemination. Raw intel ligence
must not be r eleased. Only a department appointed Public Information Officer (PIO)
or spokesperson should communicate Finished Intelligence or details.

A number of laws and acts have emerged protecting information and information
systems from unauthorized access, use, disclosure, disruption, modi fication, or de-
struction in order to provide – (A) integri ty, which means guarding against improper
information modi fication or destruction, and includes ensuring inf ormation
nonrepudiation and authenticity; (B) confidential ity, which means preserving autho-
rized restrictions on access and disclosure, including means for protecting personal
privacy and proprietary information. I nformation designated “Law Enforcement Sensi-
tive” and should not be disseminated beyond law enforcement circles.

Sensitive in its raw form. Our Team is committed to pr otecting the consti tutional rights
of all persons. We expect all team members to consider incidents we respond to as
Law Enforcement Sensitive and intended for official use only. No portion of our activi-
ties, details, or findings should be released to the media, the general public or over
non-secure means without permission of the department.

We need to understand that the r elease of Law Enforcement Sensitive material could
adversely affect or jeopardize investigative activities.

Departmental Change—Our Weber County team has enjoyed significant support as
evidenced by the quanti ty and quality of support the Of fice has provided over the
years. As a result we become very fond of the Law Enforcement personnel we work
with. This is why change can be so difficult, after man y years of service and support of
the Weber County Sheriff’s Search and Rescue Team, Sgt. Ron Kendall has been reas-
signed. Ron is a personal friend and I wi ll miss working with him. Join me in thanking
Ron and wishing him continued success.

CLIMBERS /B ACK COUNTRY SKIERS  NEWS:
Trailer Cleanup —Rick S. rebuilt the inside of the cl imb trailer about 10 years ago and
did a fantastic job. Over the years he has been asked to stick more and more stuff
inside. He rose to the occasion and fit i t all in. The downside is that i t has become too
full and too di fficult to work inside the tr ailer. Eleven of us got together on a r ainy
Tuesday night to empt y out the tr ailer and start f rom scratch. We decided to put al l the
PFDs, cold water exposure suits, thr ow bags and two old 300 f oot static l ines into the
small Dive Team trailer with the kayaks and inflatable boats. We removed one of the
litter wheels and got rid of a lot of stuf f that we ha ve not been using because we have
newer or better stuf f. I n the past i t was not uncommon for the old Mountain Rescue
Unit (toda y’s technical climb team) to run IC out of the tr ailer. Since we don’t do that
anymore we got rid of the chairs, chalk boar d, electric generator, etc. We also rear-
ranged the litters so that ther e is a “burri to” wi th the primary l itter that we can just
grab and go knowing that we ha ve blankets, a KED and other litter related rescue gear
all together. The main thing left to do is to r ecreate Rick’s signs that indicate where
stuff is. John S. will work on that o ver the next week or two . So twenty eight man-
hours later, we have gotten the cl imb trailer almost back to Rick’s original vision. It w as
a night wel l spent and long overdue. Thank you to all who were able to help.

MRA High Angle Litter Training —On Saturday, May 22, the cl imb team did a l itter
raising and lowering at the cl imbing area above 9th St. South. Despite the weather
forecast for snow it started out as a beauti ful blue sky day. Only a few team members
showed up and they were all experienced and not really the ones that needed the
training. This is a problem, we need more team members showing up and it needs to
include the younger and newer crew. Anyway, with the 8 people who showed up we
did a killer vertical lowering and raising system. Bruce E. went over the edge as the
litter at tendant wi th Mike O. and Jim S. working the edge to assist in get ting the l itter
(loaded with packs) past the edge. After we got B ruce to the gr ound 30 feet below we
converted the rig to a r aising system. Figuring that it was “only Bruce” and some packs
we used a three to one system and only three haulers on top. As we started hauling it
was clear that it was a LOT harder than we expected, so we converted it to a 5:1
system and hauled on. Litt le did we realize that Ken S. had arrived at the bot tom and
asked Bruce “is this elevator going up?” So on the way back up we had two l itter
attendants and a bunch of packs! It w asn’t unti l the l itter came up to the o verhang that
we could see why it was almost twice as heavy as we had expected. Shortly after we
got them to the top a r apidly moving thunderstorm r oared in on us. With l ightning
hitting nearby peaks we broke the system down in a hurry and hust led back to the
trailhead. Including time to socialize and sort gear at the start and end, the entir e
training took about two and a hal f hours. It w as a very efficient team.

One thing that we decided was long overdue was a set of edge rollers. For many years
we have had a single edge roller in the tr ailer, which has never been used because it is
not very useful by itself. It would put a lot less wear and tear on both the r opes and the
team if we had a f ew more hooked together as a chain. John S. will see what we can
do about picking up several more of these.

DIVE /S WIFTWATER /A IRBOAT  NEWS:
The scenario for the swift w ater mock search was that 1, possibly 2, people were seen
floating the riv er on a kids snow tube. The tube w as located torn and deflated down
river from their starting location at F ort Buenaventura, but nobody saw the kids get out
of the riv er. A search was organized with several divers in the water using river boards
and one person in a kayak to float the riv er searching eddies and the numerous strain-

Supporting members followed the divers and kayaker along
both sides of the river with thr ow bags, while others searched the river edge with
probes. Numerous items were found and marked via GPS ranging from flip flops to
clothing to towels. Al l the i tems found were obviously old and weathered and could
not be involved with the curr ent missing persons. After searching the river from the
entrance to the fort down riv er to the 24 th street kayak park, it was determined that
the river had been searched thoroughly and there were no victims to be f ound. The
exhausted divers were given a ride back the staging area just outside the Fort f or
debriefing. It w as obvious to all, that an y search in and around water is a major
undertaking and a lot of people ar e required to make it a safe and effective search.

K9 N EWS:
Last month I r eported that Amelia Y., Kurt H. and Bryan B. would be participating in
the Utah Peace Officers Association K9 Trial in a Cadaver competition. The competi-
tion was comprised of four different tests, a vehicle line up, an article search, a burial
line up and a building search. We were given only five minutes at each station and
had to identi fy where the cadaver sources were located. It w as a forensic type of
search versus the wilderness type of scenarios we were used to. We were given
points for the number of finds we had, how we as handlers did and how wel l our K9
partners worked.

It w as very hard to know what to expect since we wer e a litt le out of our element, but
despite the challenge, Amelia and Xena took 3rd place and Bryan and Jackie placed 4th

out of 12 teams. Cris Goodhue scored enough points to place first but w as awarded
second place based on time. The significance of this is that Cris is the woman that
taught Amelia and Bryan the foundation and training techniques they use in their
Cadaver work. Amelia and Xena did a fantastic job and Amelia gave Cris some of the
credit for her achievement. The tests were so difficult that ther e was more than one
team that came away with zero finds.

All three of us learned a great deal and we certainly identi fied a hole in our tr aining.
I can’t tel l you how proud I am of our team, particularly Amel ia and Xena. To finish
third in a competition that w as so difficult and di fferent f rom our normal tr aining
regiment, speaks volumes about Amelia’s commitment, f oundation and training prac-
tices. Next year, you can bet we’ll be better prepared and have an even better show-
ing.

This article is presented as a reminder and summary of the HIPAA information  that
Kathy B. presented to the team at the Ma y 4th meeting.

Health I nsurance Portability and Accountability Act, HIPAA, is a law that went into ef fect
April 14, 2003. This law specifies how health information must be protected. WCSSAR is
required to follow the regulations mandated by this law because we deal with personal
information at every call out, whether i t is associated with a rescue or recovery.

The privacy rule governs the “use” and “disclosure” of health information. Sharing, uti liz-
ing, or analysis of health information falls within the “use” category . Releasing health
information falls within the “disclosure” category. As volunteers we come into contact
with both these categories and must understand our r esponsibility to the patient.

It is our r esponsibility to render care to the patient/victim but i t is not our r esponsibil-
ity to share information that is gather ed during an initial page, an active recovery or
rescue or at a debriefing. Any information that is gather ed by one volunteer may be
shared with another person i f that other person is going to ac cept liability for the
patient/victim. B ut the inf ormation must be deemed necessary to continue care of the
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patient/victim. I nformation that is gather ed that is not necessary in caring for the
patient/victim should not be shar ed. Remember that notes and pictur es taken during a
call out are not your personal items. They must be reported to command and then
destroyed. All questions should be referred to command and they wi ll determine what
information wi ll be shared. Sgt. Brandon Toll, Sgt. Ron Kendell, Don Olsen, Bryan
Bennett and Sheri Trbovich comprise our quality management team. The best advice
to follow in any situation is—“When in doubt, leave it out ”.

HIPAA violations are the number one reason for medical employees to receive write
ups, warnings and terminations. We must remember that anyone that has access to
medical information falls into this group. This includes emergency operators, police
officers, first r esponders, receptionists, dispatchers, search and rescue volunteers, etc.
HIPAA violations can cause the guilty party to loose certifications and licenses, be
banned from certain employment, and ul timately be tar geted by large monetary law-
suits.

Our training with WCSSAR helps cover us during our volunteer service. It is v ery impor-
tant to tak e advantage of the tr aining and classes offered through our organization
because these are the standards that you will be held accountable for during an emer-
gency situation.

HEALTH HINTS , BY KATHY B.
DO NOT UNDERESTIMATE  THE POWER OF FLOSSING ...

Every six months, you visit the dentist f or a cleaning—and likely a lecture about the
importance of flossing. Flossing does about 40% of the work r equired to remove sticky
bacteria, or plaque, from your teeth. Plaque generates acid, which can cause cavities,
irritate the gums, and lead to gum disease. “Each tooth has fiv e surfaces. If you don’t
floss, you are leaving at least two of the surf aces unclean,” says Alla Wheeler, RDH, MPA,
associate professor of the Dental Hygiene Program at the NYU School of Dentistry.

Gum disease can ruin the youthful aesthetics of your smile by eating away at the gums
and teeth. It also at tacks the bones that support your teeth and the lower thir d of your
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face. People who preserve the height of that bone b y flossing look better as they age.

Floss is made of either nylon or Teflon, and both are equally effective. People with
larger spaces between their teeth or wi th gum r ecession tend to get better results
with a flat, wide dental tape. If y our teeth are close together, try thin floss. The most
important thing—CHOOSE FLOSS YOU WILL USE.
