Setting up a Twitter account:
- Go online to https://twitter.com
- Click on the green box, “Get Started—Join!”
- Fill in your full name and a user name (it is nice to at least allude to your true
identity so we aren’t left guessing.) Make up a password that you’ll be able to re-
member and fill in your email address. Type in the words in the box and then click,
“Create my account.”

Once your account is created, you will need to do several things:
- Go to “Settings” in the upper right corner of the page.
- On the settings page, click on account and fill in whatever additional information
you wish. Near the bottom of the page, click on the box in front of “protect my
updates” if you want to be picky about who is able to link to your account.
- Then click on save at the bottom of the page.
- The next step is to go to the devices tab and set up your phone. Follow the instruc-
tions and enter in your phone number—don’t forget to start with a “1” and then send
back a text reply to twitter using the 40404 address.

- To request to follow WCSAR, go to the upper right corner and cl ick on “find
people”. Type wcsar in the box “Who are you looking for?” When the link comes up
for the team, cl ick on the “Follow” box that wi ll appear to the right. Don wi ll receive
a message that you are requesting to follow and approve your request.

- Finally, after y ou are approved, click on “profile” in the upper right corner and then

Airboat —July has been a pretty busy month for the Airboat team... The team w as
called out on July 2nd to assist in the recovery of a deceased individual located in the
Skull Crack Area at Causey Dam . Because of the shallow water depth at the scene,
the patrol boat was unable to get close enough to gain access. The airboat was able to
navigate right to the scene and del iver the needed personal to complete the investiga-
tion at the si te and retrieve the deceased. Thanks to all who were able to respond.

On the 4th of July the boat w as in the Plain City Parade  and the Hooper Parade .
The team then was able to participate in the 24 th  of July Parade  in Ogden. Once
again, many thanks to the members and their f amilies who came out and supported
the SAR teams and the Sheriffs Dept. A big thanks to the team members and their
families who took the time to show the uni ty we have, and to show the support the
citizens of the County have by having a great SAR team that serves them at every
level.

On July 16th, the AB team had a training/familiarize exercise at Fremont Island
in the Great Salt Lake, which falls within Weber Co. We were able to gain access to the
lake by way of a private launch located at Promontory Point, which el iminated as much
45 min. to an hour of r esponse time as compared to launching from Antelope Island
located in Davis Co. The temperature was 100°F when we left the launch and headed
for the I sland (5 pm). As we tr aveled around the edges of the shoreline, you could see
layer after layer of a t ype of volcanic rock/sandstone that surrounds the entire Island.
This can stop you solid if you happen to get in too shal low of water. Different areas of
the beach were identified as “safer”, meaning less likely to get stuck on the “r ock”, but
more training will be needed in these areas to expand the safe zones.

A lot of water was consumed to keep us hydrated as we made a complete circle of the
Island. We also found that, at the curr ent depth of the Lak e, there are many areas
along the beach that could be used as a pickup point for helicopters in the event of a
plane or boat accident.

We also had time to visit the Pintail Flat area located west of the Ogden Bay WMA,
where earlier this year (Jan.) there was a callout for a stranded air boater and his
party. The training ended at 8:30 pm. The team did a gr eat job of r eacting to the
different surfaces that they ran across, and the handling of the boat in the deeper
water to the ” skinny mud” w as fantastic. As was stated before, the tr aining was called
on short notice and, as time may allow, the next tr aining for that ar ea will be in the
middle of August. Thanks! Dave Casperson

We can work off of the ka yaks,
but i f i t’s a large area, the boat paddlers will get worn out. B ryan has obtained a small
boat that can be outfi tted with an electric motor. This seams to be the best option
unless the area is really large. Our goal is to test and certi fy at least two teams bef ore
Labor Day but this wi ll require some intense training between now and then. Wish us
luck!!

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OEC Cycle B Refresher Information  by Steve Ericson

I have been working hard to update WCSSAR OEC records this past year. WCSSAR has
also paid $2,210 to become its own “Affiliate Patrol”. Our patrol number is W987. This
number (W987) needs to be placed on page 26 of the OEC Refresher Cycle B 2009
Study Guide on the line labeled: Ski Patrol/Affiliate Group Registered With. Please
return the “2009 Cycle B OEC Refresher Completion Acknowledgment” f orm to me
upon completion of your OEC refresher.

If y ou are an OEC technician it is time once again to pr epare for the OEC refresher. As
you may recall, the goal of the r efresher is to review approximately 1/3 of the curricu-
lum each year. The national OEC refresher committee is responsible for creating the
refresher study guide and determining which topics are to be reviewed each year.
These reviews are called Cycles. There are 3 cycles A, B, C. There are no “make-up”
refreshers, however there are several opportunities to at tend a refresher. The national
OEC refresher committee believes some topics are so important that they desir e a
review each year. These topics are called ANNUAL TOPICS. Annual topics review sub-
jects that tr eat life threatening conditions or are commonly used in outdoor emer-
gency care. These topics are listed on page 7 of the OEC refresher study guide.

There are “Cycle Specific” topics that ar e reviewed every fourth year. See page 8 of the
refresher guide for these topics. (http://webersar .org/pages7and8of2009studyguide.pdf)
